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Rachmaninoff’s All-Night Vigil, a stellar demonstration of the full power, complexity, and

majesty of the human voice, represents the highest achievement of the Russian Orthodox

Church's great choral tradition. This monumental work is virtuosic in its writing and symphonic in

its tone, color, and scope. It was written in 1915, as World War l raged, and the Russian

Revolution was just around the corner. (Saturday, November 20, 2021, 2 p.m., Sunday,

November 21, 2021, 7 p.m.)
